We had some fabulous classes, where there just weren’t enough rosettes to go round and in particular, my male Grand Class with an entry of 10, all present, was amazing. 
AOV SLH PREMIER NEUTER MALE
What a class, quality cat after quality cat, all beautifully presented and all nice examples of the relevant breeds. Thank you exhibitors, a real privilege to handle your cats and I wish that I could have been able to award more certificates! 
GRP, JOHNSON’S PT AKDAMAR JACOBWALL, 13d, 01.04.07
Auburn Turkish Van. A very well balanced seventeen month old male showing lovely type and expression. Well feathered ears, set fairly close together, sitting high and moderately large in size. Masculine head with a good broad wedge and nose of medium length. Straight nasal profile showing a barely perceptible dip. Large bright expressive eyes, oval shaped and light amber in colour. Eyes were surrounded by pink rims. Level bite, firm chin. Long muscular body, very weighty feel to him. Deep chest. Medium length limbs, exhibiting substantial bone. Tufted feet, neat and rounded in shape. Tail balanced the body nicely, full brush present, fully coloured with dark auburn rings and paler auburn ground colour. Despite being a youngster, he already has good ruff development around the neck. Coat quite long to the body, soft silky texture. Really sparkling chalk white coat, he had been groomed to perfection. Fully coloured tail and a well marked head showing a well defined vertical white blaze separating the auburn markings. The coloured head markings start above the eyes, with the left one starting a little lower than the right. The markings go over the head and the left one ends slightly further down than the right, though both end above the base of the ears. White ears with shell pink inside. Initially a little unsure though he soon gained confidence and showed himself off well. Shown in tiptop condition and a worthy winner in one of my top classes today. 
RESERVE, ASSINDER’S PR CELTICOON TALIESIN, 64 31t, 19.07.02

Brown Tabby & White Maine Coon. A lovely large and very substantial mature boy. Large ears, set just over an ear’s width apart on the head and nicely furnished. Strong masculine head, medium in length and well balanced with it’s breadth. Well filled cheeks and high set cheek bones. Shallow concave curve to the nose. Good square muzzle, level bite, firm deep chin. Long, heavy rectangular body, lovely large boning to legs and big round tufted paws. Well furnished flowing tail, reaching the shoulders. Full coat with a well grown ruff and breeches. Coat shorter over the shoulders and increasing in length down the back and sides. White to lips, chin chest, bib, tummy and all four feet. Quite a warm beige agouti colour with black classic markings. Slight brindling present and he was a little solid down the spineline. Because both of these boys were so nice, today I had to take into account the slightly solid back, just to split them up. I could have really done with two grands for this class and they were both super cats. Another boy who had been beautifully presented and he was fabulous to handle. 
AOV SLH PREMIER NEUTER MALE
GRP, HAWORTH’S GR CH & PR POLLYWOFFLES BLUE MIST, 66a, 30.04.00

Blue Colourpointed Ragdoll. A super mature girl, looking lovely today. Medium sized ears, set wide apart and with a slightly forward tilt, flat plane between them. Strong feminine head with well developed cheeks and good definition to the rounded muzzle. Large, expressive eyes, medium blue in colour and set slightly obliquely. Medium length nose showing a good gentle dip and slightly retrousse towards the tip. Level bite, firm chin.  Broad chest, long and very weighty body, wonderful large boning to medium length legs and large round paws. Very well furnished bushy tail, reaching the shoulders. Full coat with a long ruff and knickerbockers, medium length coat to the body, dense texture and with a silky feel to it. Pale bluish white coat, showing good contrast with the fairly deep greyish blue points. Points were even in depth all round and well developed. A very impressive girl with a wonderful temperament and beautifully presented. 
RESERVE, CORWARD’S PR NPRDLYS GAZELLE, 67 15, 31.03.05

Black Norwegian Forest Cat. This girl has lovely size and substance with wonderful large think boning to limbs and large round paws. Large ears, well furnished and in line with the triangular head lines. Head of triangular shape and nice overall length though today she was a little unsure of her surroundings and would insist on puffing out her whisker pads. However, on feeling the lower facial area, the boning does actually taper. Obliquely set eyes, green in colour and of good oval shape. Lovely straight nasal profile. Level bite, firm chin. She stands high on the legs with the back legs slightly longer than the front ones. Very well furnished bushy tail, balancing the body and reaching the shoulders. Excellent coat properties with a full ruff, woolly undercoat covered with a waterproof glossy topcoat consisting of slightly harsher guardhairs. Full knickerbockers. Beautifully groomed.
AC NORWEGIAN FOREST CAT ADULT MALE

CC & BOB, GRANT’S NOYNAROCK MILA, 67 31ft, 15.08.07

Cream Tabby & White. A handsome young man showing lovely size and substance for thirteen months old. Very well furnished ears, large in size and set high on the head with the outlines following the rest of the triangular head shape. Balanced triangular head with large oval eyes, pale gold in colour and set in an oblique setting. Good straight line to the nasal profile with a slight rise to the forehead. Chin could be just a little deeper and firmer. Level bite. Long and very muscular body, very well boned limbs with back legs slightly longer than the front ones.  Beautifully furnished bushy tail, easily reaching the shoulders. Some ruff present around the neck, coat of nice length to the body with woolly undercoat evident and slightly harsher guardhairs developing. White to face, chest, underbody and feet, contrasting with the cream tabby areas. A promising young man who was lovely to handle.
AC NORWEGIAN FOREST CAT ADULT FEMALE

CC, KIRK & JUHASZ’ NOYNAROCK CATALINA, 67 31ts, 07.11.07
Silver Tabby & White. Large ears, set very well on the head and nicely furnished. Good triangular head shape with large oval eyes of green colour. The eyes were set in a good oblique setting though were marginally deep set. Slight rise for the nose to the forehead, lovely straight nasal profile. Level bite. Chin of good depth though it rounds off a touch at the end. Long body, typically adolescent at the moment as she is only ten months old. Quite large boning to legs and round paws. Hind legs visibly slightly longer than the front ones. Beautifully furnished tail, exhibiting a bushy texture and easily reaching the shoulders. Short ruff, coat lengthening down the body with some slightly harsher guardhairs present over the rump and woolly undercoat developing. White flash up the nose and white to the underbody and feet. Mackerel tabby pattern, though I felt that she was a brown tabby rather than a silver tabby. However, since colour is immaterial for the NFC, I did not take this into account. Nicely presented and easy to handle. 
2ND ELMS’ NOYNAROCK THYRA, 67 31et, 21.02.06
Tortie-Tabby & White. What a lovely temperament and lovely bright tortie colours! At two and a half years old, this female is quite a lot older than my winner, though I felt that for age she was a little on the small side and not quite as well developed as my winner. Really large ears, sitting very high on the head and currently a little too close as her head is still on the narrow side, though it is triangular in shape. Oval shaped eyes, green colour and set in an oblique, though they a little too bold. Very nice nasal profile with a ruler straight line. Level bite, lovely firm deep chin. Medium sized body and I would expect a little more size and substance at this age. Long legs, round feet. Tail was marginally short though was nicely furnished. At the moment she is in typical shorter summer coat and I hope that she will look more balanced once her winter coat comes in. At two and a half, she still has some developing to do and I hope that, given time, everything will come together. She was an absolute delight to handle and I really did think that she had a very attractive coat pattern. She had been well groomed for the show with pristine whites. 
BLUE POINT BIRMAN KITTEN

1ST & BOB, FRANCIS’ NORVIN CHEREKEEWARRIOR, 13c2, M, 21.05.08

Blue Point. A very well grown boy of four months with a very substantial feel to him. He already has good breadth to the rounded skull with cheeks already starting to fill out. Ears currently on the large side of medium and sitting a little close, though this is to be expected of a male of this age and they should look very well balanced once his full head breadth has developed. Large eyes, almost round and currently two-toned with mid blue centres and paler blue rims. Good slight dip to the medium length nose. Level bite, full and slightly tapered chin. Good breadth to the chest, long body of very good weight and substance. Substantial boning to medium length, thick-set limbs. Short strong paws. Tail balanced the body nicely and was already nicely furnished with a bushy texture. Quite a long baby coat, very silky to the touch. Very pale bluish white body colour. He had a well coloured tail and I was very impressed with his points development, already exhibiting an almost full mask and colour right up the limbs. Points colour was quite even in depth all round and a medium toned blue-grey. Front feet had gloves that were scalloped in shape with a tiny dip between the two inner toes on the right foot, though it did not go down between the toes at all. White socks, nicely marked and even in length, covering the back feet. Left gauntlet was very slightly longer than the right, with the right ending just over halfway up, they were quite well tapered. He was rather unsure of his surroundings today and not too happy when he could see his neighbours though he was no problem to handle. I went back to see him later in the day and by that stage he was much more relaxed in my arms. On speaking to his owners, this was his first show and he was probably not too sure of what was happening to him, though his confidence had developed in just a few hours, so hopefully he will be fine at shows from now on. He was groomed to perfection. 
USUAL SOMALI KITTEN MALE

1ST & BOB, HORSLEY’S SUPATOFT SAUKAROOKOFF, 63, 23.04.08

Usual. A very promising young man with a lovely Somali smile and very alert expression. Really large ears, which should remain very well balanced as his head develops and matures. The ears were nicely furnished, cupped and pricked, set high and typically close together as to be expected for a young male of this age. Head shows a moderate wedge with gentle contours already developing and a slight indentation forming the muzzle. Large bright eyes, obliquely set and almond shaped, currently hazel in colour. He had well marked spectacles around the eyes. Slight rise form the nasal bridge to the forehead. He has a slight break in profile. Level bite, chin could be a touch firmer though was quite deep. Medium sized body of good length, in balance with the head. Long elegant limbs, oval paws with tufts between the toes. Long tail, balancing the body, bushy furnishings developing. Baby coat, some ruff and breeches already developed, shorter over the body at the moment, soft and dense texture. He is already very well ticked, rich apricot base colour with lots of black ticking present, not just over the body but also down the sides. Darker spineline and top of tail already evident and he had well marked black heels. Wonderful to handle and very well groomed. A very pleasing young man. 
USUAL SOMALI KITTEN FEMALE

1ST PORTER’S SUPATOFT WILLOW THEWISP, 63, 23.04.08
Usual. I now see that this girl is the litter brother of my male winner and also that both have a very nice mum, Gr Ch Supatoft Pumpkins Pie, whom I have always liked so it’s not surprising that I liked both of them today. Like her brother, she was well grown and elegant with a lovely expression and typical smile. Large ears, well furnished and set high on the head, a little wider placed than his. They had the desired crescent shape between them when viewed from the back and were cupped and pricked. Large almond shaped hazel coloured eyes, nicely marked with spectacles. Head of moderate wedge, again she had nicely developing gentle contours and a slight indentation forming the muzzle. There was a slight rise from the nose to the forehead. Her profile had a very slight nose break, which really had to be felt to confirm its presence and this was one of the reasons for her not getting the BOB over her brother. Level bite. Chin of nice depth though could have been a little firmer. Mediums sized body of good length and she really does give the impression of an elegant cat. Long legs and nicely tufted oval paws. Tail developing bushiness, tapering slightly towards the end, just about balancing the body length. Shorter baby coat, dense and soft. Another kitten who was very well ticked with a darker spineline developing well. Her base coat colour was a cooler toned apricot when compare to her brother’s. She does have very slight leg bars evident, though she did have very well marked heels. I do hope that the profile improves as her head develops as otherwise she is a lovely baby. Another kitten who was beautifully presented and a delight to handle.  
AC BI-COLOUR NEUTER

BOB, ALLEN’S PR SPIRITDANCERS DARCEY, 66 31, MN, 08.08.06

Seal Bi-Colour. A very nice lad who I also had in my wonderful Grand class today. Lovely strong masculine head with a flat plane between the medium sized ears which were set wide apart and tilting slightly forward. Well developed cheeks and good definition to the rounded shaped muzzle. Large, slightly obliquely set eyes, mid blue in colour. Really nice profile with a gentle dip to the medium length nose and slightly retrousse towards the tip. Firm chin, for perfection it could be just a touch deeper and in my Grand Class today, the quality was so high that I had to take this into account, really nitpicking just to separate the cats in the class. Lovely body length and weight, very good breadth to the chest and substantial boning to medium length legs with large round paws. Lovely long bushy tail, balancing the body well. Coat developing its winter length, some full around the neck, dense texture to the body. Nicely developed knickerbockers. Beige colouration to the body, well developed dark seal brown points. Nicely marked bi-colour pattern though the inverted ‘v’ ended in a thin line rather than a point. A wonderful chap to handle and unlucky to meet other super cats in the Grand today as he is well worthy of this certificate. Great to handle and beautifully presented.
